Add value for all students with accessible content
Accessible content provides:
· increased readability
· easily navigable materials
· alternatives (valuable for users of screen readers, diverse learning preferences, low bandwidth)
Areas to Improve Accessibility
Color contrast
Ensures readability and visual appeal for all users, including those with low vision
Screen Reader
Compatible content helps users with low vision navigate your content
Video Captions
Provide a text alternative to audio; valuable to users with a hearing impairment or unable to listen due to their surroundings
Universal Design for Learning (UDL)
Improve engagement and learning outcomes by applying UDL principles to provide multiple means of engagement, representation, and expression in course content. (CAST, n.d.)
